· very good command of English in case of English speaking Africa and Asia preparation groups and/or French in case of French speaking Africa preparation group 

· basic knowledge of a local language and will to learn as advantage

· commitment to participate in all the GLEN cycle – pre-departure seminars, stay abroad, follow-up seminar

· commitment to work/volunteer in awareness raising/global education activities in Europe after the stay abroad

· character and psychological disposition to comply with the demands of living and working in the South 

· strong motivation consisting of:

· interest in international happening, development cooperation, global and intercultural issues

· engagement in community development, volunteerism, or other social activities (like NGOs, political parties, students organisations etc.)

· commitment to stay and work in the project according to the own choice for whole 3 months

· flexibility in adapting to the new environment, customs and habits of the local people without judging

· ability to work in an international team and as a good team player

· ability to live mostly in very basic conditions
· not-romantic view on helping to the South
